REFLECTION

John 3:16 is quoted often and many people claim it
as their favourite passage in all the Bible.

It was not that God
wanted to whip us into shape by threatening and
demanding us. Rather God, more than anything we
can know, wants us to come back to him in the
same glory as Jesus.

Reflection for Families Sometimes it seems there
is no end to the sadness and trouble that surrounds
us. We may have friends, neighbours or even family
members, who are seriously ill, struggling with
relationships, out of work, in prison, or victims of
other people's sinfulness. How is it that we don't fall
into a pit of despair from which we cannot escape?
The answer is in the meaning of today's Gospel.
Because God loves us and gave us his only Son so
that we might return to God, we do not lose hope.
Not because we earned or deserve God's love, but
because God loves us so much, we will share God's
eternal life.
